Prepared the initial affidavit for a submission to the Foreign Intelligence Surveillance Court to obtain electronic surveillance of Chin as well as subsequent such affidavits to continue the surveillance.

1985:  Inspector’s Aide, traveling around the U.S., as well as Hong Kong and Tokyo, inspecting FBI offices for compliance with rules and regulations.  Promoted to Unit Chief.

1986:  Unit Chief, FBI Headquarters, assigned Foreign Counterintelligence matters concerning East Germany, Bulgaria and Yugoslavia.  Spent a month in (then) West Germany and Berlin as a guest of the West German Bundesamt fur Verfassungsshutz.
